COLLINGTON COMMON

This was originally piece of amenity grassland adjacent to Rushcliffe Arena on Greythorne Drive. 

Areas of species rich grassland were created on the former amenity site using green hay from two Nottinghamshire Wildlife Trust reserves, Dukes Wood (part of Redgate Wood SSSI) and Ploughman’s Wood, both of which have meadow areas within the woodland. 

Collington Common contributes to the Blue Butterfly Scheme, a NWT scheme that promotes the sympathetic management and recognition of species rich grassland throughout the county. The grassland will be managed with an annual cut in the autumn, with the hay removed from the site to reduce the nutrients present within the grassland soils.

Rushcliffe Borough Council have also changed the mowing regime on parts of a number of other amenity sites to create areas of longer grassland.
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
