RUSHCLIFFE BOROUGH COUNCIL
MEADOW PARK, EAST LEAKE

Meadow Park is almost 18 hectares of open countryside which used to be farmed by the Kirk family. In 1999, they gave it to the village to be a permanent leisure facility for local residents. The site mainly consists of grassland but has areas of scrub, woodland and the Kingston Brook runs through the centre of the site occasionally flooding it at times of high rainfall. Meadow Park is now owned by Rushcliffe Borough Council. The Borough Council retain responsibility for maintaining the park boundaries and for any major work which may become necessary, but since April 2009, the day to day management of the park has been in the hands of East Leake Parish Council. 

Anyone over 18 who is keen to see the park grow as a safe haven for wildlife and a pleasant recreational area for humans can become a Friend. If you can offer special skills and take the lead on a tree-coppicing work party, for instance, or on a birdwatching walk, so much the better, but all we really need is a willingness to be involved. As a voluntary body, FMP can sometimes access funding that the Borough and Parish Councils are not eligible for, and so make improvements impossible otherwise.
